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Increasing the Opportunities to Share Student Work Online 

Why we do what we do: 
 

Over the past three years, the increased implementation of technology within the schoolôs 
curriculum coupled with our 1:1 iPad program has impacted positively on parental access to 
activities and work being undertaken in classrooms. 
 
All class teachers and specialists are now using Showbie to upload images of students within their 
own class undertaking activities or work that they have completed. Parents can, when they have 
signed up to their class, comment on what the class is doing and on their childôs work. Children 
love to know that their parents are interested in what they have been achieving and it can be a 
very positive boost for them when mum and dad demonstrate that interest. Being able to engage 
with their childôs school activities has created some very positive feedback from a number of 
parents who believe, as do we as a school, that it helps improve connection with the school and 
relationships with the staff. 
 
Schools now have greater autonomy as to how they choose to report to parents, with many 
schools now increasingly using on-going reporting whether it is through a student management 
system such as Compass or through an app such as Showbie. Within Victorian schools there will 
still continue to be a formal report twice a year where the studentôs achievement level is reported 
against the standards of the Victorian Curriculum and comments 
about students as learners by their teachers. We have begun the 
process slowly with the use of Showbie and we will gradually re-
adjust the way we use the app and the information we send out to 
our parent community as part of the reporting process. We are 
discussing as a staff what we are wanting to achieve and the best 
way to achieve that purpose so that it is effective and meaningful 
to everyone involved and will communicate any changes that are 
being made.
