Along with that comes some very big 
decisions around staffing, classes and programs to be offered. 
 
The schoolôs funding is directly related to the number of students we have at the school. If you 
know that your children will not be returning to Robbie Mac in 2018 could you please put 
this in writing addressed to me and hand it in to the office or you can email me directly 
ASAP. If we plan for instance on having 400 children at the school and have planned classes and 
staffing around that number only to find 6-8 children (which may be only two or three families) 
have not returned this has a very big impact on the schools finances particularly on the staffing 
side of the school budget. 
 
Next term the process of organising classes will begin. I want to remind you that we follow our 
Class Placement Policy and parent input must relate to what is stated in the policy. We are 
going to be particularly strict about requests for children not to be in a class with another 
child. This can be particularly discriminative towards certain children and cause a lot of 
angst for teachers and other parents. Please remember also that parents cannot request a 
particular teacher or a particular gender of a teacher unless this is supported by an external 
agency and based on social or emotional needs.  
 
If you wish to have particular input to the placement of your child, as stated in the Class Placement 
Policy, this needs to be based on demonstrable academic, social or emotional needs and directed 
to me in writing. I would also appreciate you making a time to discuss this face to face. Please do 
not address correspondence to the class teacher.
